The Strait closure continues to cause fertilizer shortage concerns as it has for the last 6
weeks. Some of those fears are being +priced into the market but the question remains,
how long will it go on? Interior soybean processors seem to be pushing for ownership with
reported basis firming up 10-20c. April/May CIF market on corn and beans is also firm with
barge freight posted at the cheapest level it will be until after harvest. That being said,
nearby cash demand has found some decent strength. Corn planting off to a strong start,
ahead of averages from the Delta into the Corn Belt with some precipitation forecast over
the next couple days. May futures roll off the board next week, if you have any old crop to
sell or price out, please call and let us know.

Corn 25/26 - 2.127 vs 2.127 billion carry over (98.8 million acres with a 186.5 yield vs 98.8
million acres with a 186.5 yield) Ending stocks unchanged. Acres unchanged (harvested
acres remain at 91.3 million acres)
